Installation Instructions

Thank you for purchasing a Screen Technics Security
Cage System for the Interfit Projector Bracket, please
ensure that you read the following instructions fully
before attempting to install this product.

These instructionsare only relevant forthe Security Cage System.
Please follow these instructions to ensure trouble free operation

The Security Cage System is not suitable for installation with the 142000A
flush type Projector Bracket, the Security Cage System requires at least a 100mm of post length to
undersde of the ceiling for fitting.

Fora fulllist of partsplease referto the attached partslist.
Unscrew the thread rod insertsfrom the moveable uprights

Insert 4 of the threaded rod inserts through the corer holes on the base plate, cover
the threaded rodswith 4 of the moveable uprights.

Line the threaded rod and moveable upright assembly with the holesin top plate, using
the screwsand allen key tool supplied fasten the assembly in place in the fourcomers.

Once the 4 comershave been secured turn the cage on itsside and continue to insert

the threaded rod through the holes and place the uprights over the rods as in the
previousstep in an even pattem, leaving a gap at the back of the cage to allow the projectorto be
fitted to the cage.

Make sure that the screwsare only fingertight until all the uprightsare in place.
Once allthe uprightsrequired are in place tighten all the screws.

Once the security cage has been constructed remove the clamp collar (pictured)
from the top plate of the security cage. To remove the clamp collar please unscrew
the two screwslocated on either side of the collar. (shown in picture)

If thisisa new installation please referto the instruction included with the Interfit Projector Bracktet
before continuing with the below instructions, for all existing installationsplease follow the below instructions.

You will need to attach the clamp collarto the projector bracket extenson pole, to do thisyou will
need to remove the spider arm assembly holding your projector and remove the gold removable
threaded ring attached to the bottom of the pole by removing the 6 screws. (Pictured right)

Side the extension post through the clamp collar, once the clamp collarisin postion reattach the
gold removable threaded head ring.

Once you have determined the amount of pole that you require to protrude into the
security cage allowing for the projector and the spider arm to be installed into the
security cage without any difficultly, tighten the 3 grub screws on the outside of the
clamp collar. Please make sure that you tighten each screw a small amount at a time
and continue to tighten all 3 screwsin a even pattern. This should prevent any of the
screws being over tighten and will ensure that the pole is mounted centrally into the
clamp collar.



Reattach the spiderarm assembly to the extension post.

Once you have attached the clamp collar to the projector bracket extension post you will need to
attach the security cage to the clamp collar.

To attach the security cage to the clamp collar you will need to dide the security cage over the
spider arm assembly, projector and extension post. Once you have the security cage in place you
will need to line up the holesin the clamp collar with the cut out in the L shape brackets (pictured).
Thread the screwsthrough the cut out and into the clamp collarand tighten the screws.

If you need to align your security cage with your projector please loosen the two screws holding the
clamp collar, thiswill allow you to tilt the security cage and align the cage with your projector. Once
you have the cage in the correct position tighten both screwsand the tilt willbe locked into place.

Once the projector and security cage has been postioned correctly insert the remaining two
threaded rod and moveable upright assembly and screw them into place.

If any of the uprightsin the security cage are interfering with the lensorcabling you can
remove the uprights by unscrewing the screws on the top of the security cage and
removing the threaded rod and upright covers.

For a professional finish you can utilise Blank Hole capsto fillany holesyou may have in
the security cagestop and bottom platesfrom removing any of the uprights.

Please check all screwsto make sure that they have been tightened

dide the security top plate into postion on the security cage and lock into position with
padlock (supplied separately)
